Students travelling on a British passport will need to have a passport with at least six months left on it from 

the time of travel (25 February 2024).  They will also need an EHIC / GHIC card.  If your child has not got 

one yet, I would advise you to apply as soon as possible, via the government website: 

https://www.gov.uk/global-health-insurance-card.  These cards are free of charge and it usually takes 5-7 

working days to arrive.  This represents an international health insurance.   

 

We would like to kindly ask all parents/carers to bring students’ travelling documents passport and 

GHIC/EHIC cards to the meeting.  If you have Settled Status in the U.K., this will be checked on the 

Government website on the day of the meeting.
